Friday, August 29 — Monday, September 1

Governor Dodge State Park near Dodgeville has a lot to offer!
Over 5,000 acres with two lakes, one waterfall, canoe and boat rentals,
plus biking, hiking, and interesting historical sites. The park is adjacent
to Military Ridge State Trail. Located in southwestern Wisconsin, it’s
closer than you think—about 120 miles from the Zoo Interchange.

Join your fellow Nordics on Labor Day weekend in a group
campsite at the park. Pick your favorite activities, including on-road or
off-road biking. There’s a lot to see nearby, too. A State Park admission
sticker is needed for your vehicle (annual $25; daily $7), and a State Trail
pass is necessary to ride on the Military Ridge bike trail (annual $20;
daily $4).

The cost for three nights of camping is $9 for members and $10
for non-members.

HIKE THE URBAN
WILDERNESS

Sunday, October 5

Save some gas money by
hiking close to home! The urban
wilderness along the Milwaukee
River is hardly pristine, but you’ll be
surprised by how pretty it is. Many
organizations have done an outstand-
ing job of renovating and restoring
the riverfront, including a very nice
set of trails along the river and up
higher along the bluff overlooking
the river.

We'll do a moderate 3-4 mile
hike, beginning and ending at the
Urban Ecology Center. Our route
will include the East Bank Trail, the
footbridge across the river in
Caesar’s Park, some unofficial but
very nice trails on the west bank of
the river, and then on trails through
Gordon and Riverside parks. When
we return, we'll explore the center
and it's many interesting exhibits, in
case you missed this at the Septem-
ber monthly meeting.

By then we should be
hungry, and one of the best things
about an outing in the city is that
there are many great restaurants
nearby of all types and price ranges.
Your trip leaders are partial to
Harry’s, but we'll take a vote and
decide where to go as a group.
(Optional, of course.)

Meet at the Urban Ecology
Center, 1500 E. Park Place in
Milwaukee, at 10:30 am. The
building doesn't open until noon; so
we'll meet in front. The Center is 3
blocks south of Locust, and 2 blocks
east of Oakland, just south of River-
side High School. Since this is the
East Side, you may need to hunt for
a parking spot. Or, ditch the car
altogether and ride your bike
because the Center is along the Oak
Leaf Trail.
