Monday, July 4

         This is the fifth year that 
Nordic Ski Club members will sit 
high in the bleachers at State Fair 
Park on July 4 to view about 20 
suburban fireworks displays at 
once.  With a 180-degree view of 
the eastern sky, you can see as far 
north as Mequon and south to Oak 
Creek.  Note that this is Monday 
night, July 4, when most suburbs 
hold their fireworks.  Your view 
will be three-dimensional, with 
small bursts of fireworks in the 
background while the West Allis 
display looms large in front.  Try to 
guess which city’s fireworks pop 
up in the distance between 9 and 
10:15pm. Gary Braun and Paula 
Brookmire will meet you at 8pm in 
the bleachers.  We’ll sit in the 
center section, fairly high up in the 
comfortable blue seats (with full 
backs, not just bleachers).  Call us 
to R.S.V.P.: 414-527- 0040.  Please 
wear a ski hat or funny hat or scarf 
so we can stand out as a group.  
State Fair Park has indoor bath-
rooms; so you don’t have to stand 
in Port-o-Potty lines as you will on 
Sunday, July 3, at Milwaukee’s 
lakefront fireworks downtown.  On 
State Fair Park grounds parking is 
easy and free, but get there by 
8:15pm for a spot (and to find our 
group while it’s still light).  West 
Allis fireworks start about 9:15pm, 
but others start earlier.  State Fair 
Park faces Greenfield Ave. and is 
east of 84th St.
